(DOGE 2 EO) directs agency heads to identify contracts and grants that should be eliminated or modified and to collaborate with their DOGE team 

leads (see contemporaneous reporting from Government Executive).

Plaintiffs, a coalition of labor organizations, non-profit groups, and local governments, in this 

complaint are seeking declaratory and injunctive relief to stop the reorganization and implementation 

of large-scale reductions in force (RIFs) in federal agencies alleging violation of the Constitutionôs 

protections for Separation of Powers and the Administrative Procedure Act (APA).

¶ 5/1/2025: Plaintiffs filed motion for temporary restraining order (TRO) and order to show cause 

requesting to enjoin implementation or enforcement of the DOGE 2 EO. Defendants filed 

opposition to TRO schedule and proposed briefing schedule.  

¶ 5/7/2025: Defendants filed opposition to motion for TRO and order to show cause.  

¶ 5/8/2025: Plaintiffs filed reply in support of motion for TRO. 

¶ 5/9/2025: District Judge Susan Illston granted nationwide TRO to pause the existing RIFs and 

prohibiting plans for and issuing future RIFs for 21 agencies (including Departments of Health and 

Human Services (HHS) and Veterans Affairs (VA) and DOGE) noting ñthe President likely must 

request Congressional cooperation to order the change he seeks.ò Defendants filed notice of appeal 

to the US Court of Appeals for the Ninth Circuit from the TRO. 

¶ 5/14/2025: Plaintiffs filed motion for preliminary injunction. 

¶ 5/16/2025: Department of Justice (DOJ) requested an emergency appeal with the US Supreme 

Court to lift the TRO (see contemporaneous reporting from Politico and SCOTUSblog). 

¶ 5/22/2025: Judge Illston granted a preliminary injunction

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¶ 5/23/2025: Defendants filed notice of appeal to the Ninth Circuit from the preliminary injunction 

and sent a letter to the Supreme Court to withdraw its emergency appeal request to lift the TRO. 

¶ 5/30/2025: Ninth Circuit denied emergency motion for a stay from the preliminary injunction in a 

2-1 decision determining that the EO ñfar exceeds the Presidentôs supervisory powers under the 

Constitution.ò 

¶ 6/2/2025: DOJ filed a second request with the Supreme Court to stay the preliminary injunction 

(see contemporaneous reporting from CBS News and SCOTUSblog).  

¶ 6/13/2025: Judge Illston ordered scope of injunctive relief for the Department of Housing and 

Urban Development (HUD) to raise questions with the Court before taking action and provide for 

in camera review a copy of any Phase 1 or Phase 2 Agency RIF and Reorganization Plans 

submitted to Office of Management and Budget (OMB) and/or Office of Personnel Management 

(OPM) and any versions that OMB and/or OPM have approved. 

¶ 6/17/2025: Judge Illston ordered HUD to provide Phase 2 Agency RIF and Reorganization Plans 

submitted to OMB and/or OPM that were due on 6/17/2025. 

¶ 6/23/2025: Defendants filed reply to Plaintiffsô response to HUD submissions that requests prompt 

submission of all versions of Phase 2 ARRP to assert that Plaintiffs were not invited to weigh in. 

¶ 6/26/2025: Plaintiffs and Defendants stipulated to extend the time Defendants file reply to 

complaint to 7/21/2025.  

¶ 7/8/2025: The Supreme Court temporarily paused Judge Illstonôs preliminary injunction order by a 

vote of 8-1 pending appeal in the Ninth Circuit (see contemporaneous coverage from Government 
Executive, ABCNews, and SCOTUSblog). 

¶ 7/11/2025: Judge Illston granted Plaintiffsô motion to shorten time filed the same day for 

Defendants to respond to request for production of communication between federal agency 

Defendants and OMB, OPM, or DOGE regarding RIF and reorganization plans that provide 

evidence regarding legality of plans.  

¶ 7/14/2025: Defendants filed opposition to request for expedited discovery and request for 

modification highlighting 7/8/2025 Supreme Court decision and that the Court should stay any 

further disclosure order.  

¶ 7/15/2025: Defendants filed motion for protective order and/or quash Plaintiffsô request for 

production of documents; motion to shorten time for response to motion to quash and for a 

protective order; and opposition to Plaintiffsô motion to shorten time for request for production. 

¶ 7/16/2025: Judge Illston granted Defendantsô motion to shorten time to respond to motion to quash 

and for a protective order. 

¶ 7/18/2025: Judge Illston granted in part and denied in part Defendantsô request for a protective 

order and ordered to publicly file a list of RIFs referenced in application for a stay before the 

Supreme Court.

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¶ 7/21/2025: Defendants filed notice of motion and motion to dismiss amended complaint for lack of 

jurisdiction. Plaintiffs filed opposition to motion for protective order and order quashing request for 

production of documents.  

¶ 7/23/2025: Defendants filed reply in support of motion for protective order and order quashing 

request for production of documents.  

¶ 7/24/2025: Ninth Circuit granted Defendantsô request for an administrative stay.  

¶ 7/25/2025: Judge Illston denied Plaintiffsô request to shorten time for request for document 

production and denied Defendantsô motion to quash and for protective order.  

¶ 7/28/2025: Judge Illston filed statement in response to Defendantsô petition for a writ of 

mandamus, seeking review of 7/18/2025 discovery order.  

¶ 7/29/2025: Defendants filed stipulation to extend time to respond to motion to dismiss for 2 weeks. 

¶ 7/31/2025: Judge Illston granted stipulation to extend time.  

¶ 8/4/2025: Defendants filed opposition to motion for order requiring production of administrative 

record(s), such as OMB/OPM memorandum and OMB/OPM approval.  

¶ 8/5/2025: Plaintiffs filed reply in support of motion for order requiring production of 

administrative record(s) given ARRPs are final agency action subject to APA review.   

¶ 8/6/2025: Judge Illston denied without prejudice motion for requiring production of administrative 

record as much of the information overlaps with other discovery requests issued and already ruled.  

¶ 8/11/2025: Ninth Circuit ordered Defendants to respond to motion to remand by 8/13/2025. 

¶ 8/12/2025: Plaintiffs filed request for status conference and/or clarification of orders re: discovery. 

Defendants filed response to Plaintiffsô request, asking the Court to deny clarification or 

conference. Defendants filed revised response.  

¶ 8/18/2025: Plaintiffs filed opposition to motion to dismiss amended complaint and hearing on 

motion to dismiss was continued to 9/19/2025. 

 
 

Executive Branch Action: The Reevaluating and Realigning United States Foreign Aid EO (Foreign Aid EO) directed that no more foreign 

assistance will be disbursed in a manner that is not consistent with the policy of the President of the United States with an immediate 90-day pause. On 

1/24/2025, Secretary of State Marco Rubio ordered the pausing all foreign assistance pending a review and issued stop-work orders for the United States 

Agency for International Development (USAID) (see contemporaneous coverage from NBC News). On 2/4/2025, a message was posted on the USAID 

website that all directly hired USAID staff would be placed on administrative leave as of 11:59pm ET on 2/7/2025. On 2/5/2025, Foreign 

Policy published an article, "The Chaos at USAID, Explained,"  that provided a summary of what had been going on at the agency since AGS first 

reported on this EO (1/29/2025 issue of Last Week in Washington).

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Plaintiffs in this complaint are seeking declaratory and injunctive relief to stop the implementation of 

the EO and the stop-work order given that the EO exceeds the Presidentôs constitutional authority and 

violates his duty under the Take Care Clause of the Constitution. Plaintiffs allege that the stop-work 

orders are arbitrary, capricious, and unconstitutional in violation of the APA, the Anti-Deficiency Act, 

and the Impoundment Control Act.

Prior Actions 
 

¶ 2/12/2025: Plaintiffs filed motion for a TRO blocking the enforcement of the EO and State 

Department policy, and stop-work orders, as well as reinstating foreign assistance funding. 

¶ 2/13/2025: District Judge Amir Ali granted a TRO in this case and Global Health Council v. Trump 
enjoining the implementation on the foreign aid funding suspension.  

¶ 2/19/2025: Plaintiffs filed emergency motion for TRO enforcement and to hold defendants in civil 

contempt alleging that defendantsô compliance ñstrains credulity.ò 

¶ 2/20/2025: Defendants filed reply to opposition to motion for TRO enforcement and civil 

contempt. Judge Ali granted in part the motion for TRO enforcement and did not make a finding of 

contempt for this case and Global Health Council v. Trump. 

¶ 2/21/2025: Defendants filed memorandum in opposition to motions for preliminary relief.  

¶ 2/25/2025: The court granted the motion for proposed order requiring the defendants to pay all 

invoices and letter of credit drawdown requests for work completed prior to the TRO mandating 

that the defendants take no actions to impede and ensure prompt payment of appropriated funds 

going forward. Defendants submitted a notice of decision to appeal the courtôs order and a motion 

to stay the order pending appeal.  

¶ 2/26/2025: Judge Ali denied and the U.S. Court of Appeals for the District of Columbia Circuit 

dismissed the motion for a stay. Defendants filed an application with the U.S. Supreme Court to 

vacate the TRO and grant an immediate administrative stay. Chief Justice Roberts granted an 

administrative stay and ordered plaintiffs to respond by 2/28/2025.  

¶ 2/27/2025: Plaintiffs filed reply in support of motion for preliminary relief.  

¶ 2/28/2025: Plaintiffs in this case and Global Health Council v. Trump filed an opposition to 

application to vacate order with the Supreme Court.   

¶ 3/3/2025: Judge Ali ordered that preliminary injunction motions hearing planned for 3/4/2025 will 

be held on 3/6/2025. The expiration for the TRO remains on 3/10/2025 or the date the court 

resolves the preliminary injunction motions. Defendants filed a reply in support of application to 

vacate in the Supreme Court.

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¶ 3/5/2025: The Supreme Court vacated the administrative stay entered by Chief Justice John 

Roberts and denied the Administrationôs application to vacate the TRO noting that Judge Ali should 

clarify the obligations of the TRO that must be fulfilled for compliance (see contemporaneous 

reporting from The Hill).  

¶ 3/6/2025: Judge Ali ruled that the defendants must pay the outstanding balances (nearly $2 billion) 

to the plaintiffs in both AIDS Advocacy Vaccine Coalition v. United States Department of State and 

the Global Health Council v. Trump (see contemporaneous coverage from CNN). 

¶ 3/10/2025: Judge Ali granted in part and denied in part the motion for preliminary injunction, 

preliminarily enjoining parts of the Foreign Aid EO that suspended congressionally appropriated 

foreign aid for violation of the APA and the separation of powers and rejected the request to 

invalidate the review and large-scale terminations that occurred after 2/13/2025 noting it is beyond 

proper relief. Defendants filed sur-reply to motion for TRO.  

¶ 3/14/2025: Joint status report filed outlining the partiesô inability to agree on defendantsô 

compliance with the preliminary injunction and schedule for next steps.  

¶ 3/19/2025: Defendants filed status report outlining that the total number of payments processed to 

plaintiffs since 3/10/2025 was 146 and to non-plaintiffs was 2,047. The total number of payments 

which remain to be processed for plaintiffs is 540 and non-plaintiffs is 9,678.  

¶ 3/28/2025: Judge Ali ordered the parties to meet and confer to attempt to resolve outstanding 

disputes around defendantsô compliance and for defendants to include in their next status report the 

steps taken to comply with Courtôs directive on being ñenjoined from unlawfully impounding 

congressionally appropriated foreign aid funds.ò Plaintiffsô response to defendantsô 3/19/2025 

report on missed deadlines for payment and defendantsô status report filed on 3/27/2024 updating 

the processing of payments as of 3/26/2025, 5,851 payments to plaintiffs with 314 remaining and 

5,750 remaining for non-plaintiffs.  

¶ 4/1/2025: Defendants filed notice of appeal to the US Court of Appeals for the District of 

Columbia Circuit from the 3/10/2025 preliminary injunction order and all orders antecedent to such 

order and opinion.  

¶ 4/11/2025: Defendants filed unopposed motion for partial administrative stay of 3/10/2025 

preliminary injunction and opposed motion for indicative ruling regarding preliminary injunction. 

Judge Ali granted unopposed motion for partial administrative stay and stayed the requirement that 

the restrained defendants shall not withhold payments or letter of credit drawdowns completed 

prior to 2/13/2025 except as it relates to plaintiffs in both cases.  

¶ 4/17/2025: Defendants filed status report outlining that the total number of payments to Plaintiffs 

since 4/9/2025 was 26 and to non-Plaintiffs was 317 until the Court stayed such payments to non-

Plaintiffs pending resolution of motion for indicative ruling based on Department of Education v. 
California.
